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ABMU Health Board Stakeholder Reference Group

Each Local Health Board is required to set up a ‘Stakeholder Reference Group’ to ensure representation of the community in which it serves, staff and health professionals.  The Stakeholder Reference Group (SRG) acts as an advisory group to the Health Board, providing advice on any aspect of Health Board business.  This may include:
· Early engagement and involvement in the determination of the Health Board’s overall strategic direction.
· Advice on specific service proposals prior to formal consultation.
· Feedback on the impact of the Health Board’s operations on the communities it serves.

Abertawe Bro Morgannwg University (ABMU) Health Board’s SRG has 25 members (including an elected Chair and Vice Chair).  Twelve of these members are Third Sector Representatives, representing different equality dimensions.  Other members include the Local Authority, Police, Fire and Rescue, Environmental Agency and JobCentre Plus.  
The Third Sector Representatives have been nominated and elected by members of the Regional Health, Social Care and Wellbeing (HSCWB) Third Sector Network.  The Regional HSCWB Third Sector Network will also be the means for communication between the Third Sector Representatives and the Third Sector within the ABMU area.
