3. Information Sharing

Bridgend Carers Centre

HP reported that Bridgend Carers Centre are running a number of groups for carers including health and wellbeing sessions, reading groups etc.  More information can be found in the latest newsletter (distributed to the group).

Bridgend and District Hearing Impaired Support Group

DG reported that the group meet on a regular basis and often have speakers.  They have five trips a year including a Christmas lunch.  

Arthritis Care

Arthritis Care is a National Charity but GD covers parts of South Wales.  GD has recently promoted a self management course for people with arthritis (challenging pain) in Port Talbot.

Wales and West Housing Association (WWHA)

Provide supported housing provision.  Currently working with Communities 2.0 to provide training for their tenants on how to use technology such as mobile phones, Sky and the Internet.  Also offer their tenants financial advice if needed.

Parkinsons UK

KH covers parts of South Wales providing support and information to those affected by Parkinsons Disease.  The organisation also raises awareness of Parkinsons Disease and fund raises.  There is a Bridgend support group for people with Parkinsons Disease; they meet regularly and occasionally go on trips.  

Gofal

Gofal is a mental health organisation with five supported houses in Bridgend County.  They also provide out of hours support.

The Stroke Association
KC facilitates three support groups for people affected by Stroke.  In addition to this there is a shooting group and an allotment group.

TT is based at The Princess of Wales Hospital and sees people after they have been given a diagnosis of Stroke; offering information, support and advice.    


Epilepsy Wales

BP reported that Epilepsy Wales support people who have just had a diagnosis of epilepsy or an existing diagnosis (and their family).  They offer support, information, informal counselling and training.  Epilepsy Wales provide information to schools e.g. seizure management.

4. Regional HSCWB Third Sector Network Update

RD gave the group a summary from the minutes of the last Regional HSCWB Third Sector Network which took place on 1st December 2010.  The network is meeting again on Thursday 10th March 2011, 2.00pm – 4.00pm at The Vines Christian Centre, Bridgend.
